that the amount of water to wbzcb such right is entitled and bereby confirmed, for the purposes aforesaid, is limited
to the amount actually beneficially used for said purposes and shall not exceed thi rteen and ',v.ngy.fiv.

In cass of 'rotation the equivalent of such combiinuous
flow allowance for any thirty day period may be diverted in a shorter time if
thers be no interference with other vested rights.

The points of diversion of such water are sorxselin described as follows:

Diversioa from Galaveras River is at & point bearing south sighty-eight degrees
o minutes Wens (8. 88%00' W.) three humdrad (300) feet from the cemter of Seetion 5,
T2N R9 E MD.B.&GH., being within the NB} of §W of aald Swetion 5, whence -the
water flows down the improved chamnmel of North Slough and thence into 014 Calaveras
River to the Pessi Dam located within the SBf of SW§ of Section 3, T2 X, R Y E,
M.D.B.&M. and being within Linden Irrigation District as now comstituted. Absorp-
tion into the underground storsge basin occurs throughout the length of these
channel, intensified by the action of check dame at several points thereon,and
diversion for immediate use is made by means of gates and pumps at various peints
along their banks. Recovery of water charged underground is effected by pumping
from wells within the district.

A description of the lands or the place where such water is put to beneficial use is as follows:

7765 acres within the boundaries of the Linden Irrigation District as now
constituted in Townships 2 and 3 North, Ranges 7, 8 and 9 Bast, M.D.B.&M. as shown
on the map filed with the Division of Water Resources on January 22, 1840, and
entitled "Linden Irrigation District Water Application General Map and Location."
