PEGASUS INCORPORATED AND U.S. NAVY, MARE ISLAND, SOLANO COUNTY – Rescission of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:
November 20, 1996  -  NPDES permit adopted.

DISCUSSION:

The attached Tentative Order rescinds the NPDES permit, Order No. 96-156, for Pegasus, Inc., and the U.S. Navy.  Pegasus Incorporated operated the facility and was, therefore, named as the primary discharger.  The U.S. Navy, who leased this facility to the City of Vallejo, owns this facility and the underlying property.  The City of Vallejo, in turn, leased the facility to Pegasus.  The U.S. Navy was named as the secondary discharger since the U.S. Navy’s wastes from prior ship repair operations commingled with Pegasus’ waste and was part of the discharge that was subject to this permit.  





Pegasus Incorporated is no longer operational. Storm water runoff and ground water infiltration is currently collected from the facility and discharged to the Vallejo Sanitation and Flood Control District’s treatment plant.  No discharges to navigable waters are occurring or expected at the site. Order No. 96-156, which regulates the discharge from the site, is, therefore, obsolete.

RECOMMENDATION:      Adoption of the Tentative Order.
