Enclosed is a certified copy of Mandatory Minimum Penalty Complaint No. R8-2014-0024

(hereinafter “Complaint”’). The Complaint alleges that Ardus International has violated the
Sector-Specific General Permit for Storm Water Runoff Associated with Industrial Activities from
Scrap Metal Recycling Facilities within the Santa Ana Region, Order No. R8-2012-0012 by
failing to submit the 2012-2013 annual report by August 1, 2013. Pursuant to California Water
Code Section 13399.33, the Complaint proposes that the Regional Board impose one thousand
seven hundred fifty dollars ($1,750) in mandatory minimum penalties and staff costs.

A public hearing on this matter has been scheduled for the Regional Board meeting on April 25,

2014. A tentative order, staff report regarding this Complaint, and the meeting agenda will be

mailed to you not less than 10 days prior to the hearing.

Pursuant to California Water Code Section 13323, Ardus International, has the option to waive
its rights to a hearing. Should Ardus International waive its right to a hearing and pay the

proposed assessment, the Regional Board may not hoid a public hearing on this matter. If

Ardus International chooses to waive its rights to a hearing, please sign and submit the
enclosed Waiver Form. Please make the check payable to the Waste Discharge Permit Fund
for one thousand seven hundred fifty dollars ($1,750) and include the Complaint Number on the
memo line.

YOU ARE HEREBY GIVEN NOTICE THAT:

1.

You are alleged to have violated provisions of law for which the California Regional Water
Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region (hereinafter Board), must impose liability under
Section 13399.33 of the California Water Code.

A hearing concerning this Complaint will be held before the Board within ninety days of the
date of issuance of this Complaint. The hearing in this matter has been scheduled for the
Board's meeting on April 25, 2014, at the Orange County Water District, 18700 Ward
Street, in the city of Fountain Valley. You or your representative will have an opportunity to -
appear and be heard, and to contest the allegations in this Complaint and the imposition of
a mandatory penalty and staff costs by the Board. An agenda for the meeting will be
mailed to you not less than 10 days before the hearing date.

At the hearing, the Board will consider whether to affirm, reject or modify the proposed
Mandatory Minimum Penalty and assessment of staff costs pursuant to Section 13399.33
of the Water Code, to assess discretionary penalties pursuant to Section 13385 of the
Water Code, or to refer the matter to the Attorney General for recovery of judicial civil
liability.

Ardus International, located at 23900 Highway 74 in Perris, is currently regulated under the
Sector-Specific General Permit for Storm Water Runoff Associated with Industrial Activities
from Scrap Metal Recycling Facilities within the Santa Ana Region, Order No. R8-2012-
0012, NPDES No. CAG618001 (Scrap Metal Permit). The facility's WDID Number is 8
33MR000045. The Scrap Metal Permit requires submittal of an annual report by August 1
of each year.

Ardus International's 2012-2013 annual report was not received by Board staff by the
August 1, 2013 deadline. Therefore a Notice of Non-Compliance (NNC) was issued to
Ardus International, by certified mail, on September 4, 2013. The return receipt showed it
was received on September 5, 2013. When Board staff received no response to the first
NNC, a second NNC was issued on October 3, 2013. The return receipt showed it was
received on October 4, 2013. In both NNCs, Board staff requested submittal of the
completed annual report and reminded Ardus International of the mandatory minimum
penalty for late submittal of the annual report. The second NNC requested that the annual
report be submitted by November 1, 2013 along with a statement explaining why the
annual report was not submitted by the August 1 deadline, and the measures that would be
taken to ensure that future annual reports are submitted on time. The second NNC also
stated that in order to submit the annual report, the eAuthorization Form must be completed
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by the Legally Responsible Person (LRP) and submitted to the State Water Resources
Control Board (hereinafter State Board). Once received and logged, only then would the
annual report be accessible for submittal. Both NNCs are attached to this Complaint as
Exhibits 1 and 2.

6. On October 28, 2013, Board staff contacted Mr. Jose Arreola via email stating that the
State Board had not yet received the eAuthorization Form, identified instructions to
assist in the process of submitting the eAuthorization Form, and reiterated the final
annual report submittal deadline of November 1, 2013. To date, the annual report has
not been received by the Regional Board. Ardus International violated the Scrap Metal
Permit, the Federal Clean Water Act and the California Water Code by failing to submit
the annual report by August 1, 2013.

7. Section 13385(a)(2) of the California Water Code provides that any person who violates
waste discharge requirements issued pursuant to the Federal Clean Water Act shall be
civilly liable. Section 13385(c) provides that civil liability may be administratively imposed
by a regional board in an amount not to exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000) for each
day the violation occurs.

8. Based on non-submittal of the 2012-2013 annual report, Ardus International is alleged to
have violated the Scrap Metal Permit for 166 days (from August 2, 2013 to February 11,
2014, the date of issuance of this complaint). The total maximum liability for this violation is
$1,660,000 (166 days at $10,000/day).

9. Section 13399.33(c) of the California Water Code requires that the Regional Board impose
a minimum penalty of $1,000 for any person who fails to submit an annual report in
accordance with Section 13399.31 of the Water Code. Section 13399.33(d) of the
California Water Code further requires that the Regional Board recover the costs incurred
by the Regional Board with regard to those persons.

PROPOSED MANDATORY MINIMUM PENALTIES AND ASSESSMENT OF COSTS

1. Pursuant to Section 13399.33(c) the Division Chief proposes that the mandatory minimum
penalty of $1,000 be imposed on Ardus International for the violation cited above. In addition,
the Division Chief proposes that staff costs in the amount of $750 (5 hours at $150/hour) be
recovered from Ardus International. The total proposed mandatory minimum penalty and
staff costs amount is $1,750.

2. Notwithstanding the issuance of this Complaint, the Regional Board retains the authority to
assess additional penalties for violations of the requirements of Ardus Intemational's waste
discharge requirements for which penalties have not yet been assessed or for violations that
may subsequently occur.

3. Issuance of this Complaint is an enforcement action and is therefore exempt from the
provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (Pub. Res. Code § 21000 et seq.)
pursuant to title 14, Califomia Code of Regulations sections 15308 and 15321 subsection (a)

(2).
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WAIVER OF HEARING

You may waive your right to a hearing. [If you choose to do so, please sign the attached Waiver
Form and submit it to the Regional Board office. The check or money order made payabile to the
Waste Discharge Permit Fund, for the amount of one thousand seven hundred fifty dollars ($1,750),
must be submitted to the State Board office.

Background

The Division Chief has issued a Mandatory Minimum Penalty Complaint (hereinafter
“Complaint”) pursuant to California Water Code Section 13323 against Ardus International
alleging that it has violated the Sector-Specific General Permit for Storm Water Runoff
Associated with Industrial Activities from Scrap Metal Recycling Facilities within the Santa Ana
Region, Order No. R8-2012-0012 (Scrap Metal Permit) by failing to submit the 2012-2013
Annual Report by November 1, 2014. The Complaint proposes that mandatory minimum
penalty in the amount of $1,750 be imposed as authorized by Water Code Section 13385(c). A
hearing is currently scheduled to be held before the Regional Board during its April 25, 2014
meeting.

Purpose of Hearing

The purpose of the hearing is to consider relevant evidence and testimony regarding the
Complaint. At the hearing, the Regional Board will consider whether to issue an administrative
civil liability order assessing the proposed liability, or a higher or lower amount, or reject the
proposed liability. The public hearing on April 25, 2014 will commence at 9:00 a.m. or as soon
thereafter as practicable, or as announced in the Regional Board meeting agenda. The meeting
will be held at the Orange County Water District, 18700 Ward Street, in the city of Fountain
Valley. An agenda for the meeting will be issued at least ten days before the meeting and
posted on the Regional Board's web page at:

The agenda will include the final hearing date and location, and the start time for the meeting.

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Hearing Procedures

The hearing will be conducted in accordance with this hearing procedure. This hearing
procedure has been pre-approved by the Regional Board's Advisory Team in model format. A
copy of the general procedures governing adjudicatory hearings before the Regional Board may
be found at Title 23 of the California Code of Regulations, Section 648 et seq., and is available
at http://www.waterboards.ca.gov or upon request. In accordance with Section 648, subdivision
(d), any procedure not provided by this Hearing Procedure is deemed waived. Except as
provided in Section 648 and herein, subdivision (b), Chapter 5 of the Administrative Procedures
Act (commencing with Section 11500 of the Government Code) does not apply to this hearing.

THE PROCEDURES AND DEADLINES HEREIN MAY BE AMENDED BY THE ADVISORY
TEAM AT ITS DISCRETION. ANY OBJECTIONS TO THE HEARING PROCEDURE MUST
BE RECEIVED BY THE REGIONAL BOARD’S ADVISORY TEAM BY MARCH 5, 2014 OR
THEY WILL BE WAIVED. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE DEADLINES AND
REQUIREMENTS CONTAINED HEREIN MAY RESULT IN THE EXCLUSION OF
DOCUMENTS AND/OR TESTIMONY.

Hearing Participants

Participants in this proceeding are designated as either “parties” or ‘“interested persons.”
Designated parties to the hearing may present evidence and cross-examine witnesses and are
subject to cross-examination. Interested persons generally may not submit evidence, cross-
examine witnesses, or be subject to cross-examination, but may present policy statements.
Policy statements may include comments on any aspect of the proceeding, but may not include
evidence (e.g., photographs, eye-witness testimony, monitoring data). Interested persons who
would like to submit evidence may do so if the evidence is submitted in accordance with the
procedures and deadlines for submitting evidence described below. Interested persons who
present evidence may be subject to cross-examination. Both designated parties and interested
persons may be asked to respond to clarifying questions from the Regional Board, staff or
others, at the discretion of the Regional Board.

Separation of Functions

To help ensure the fairness and impartiality of this proceeding, the functions of those who will
act in a prosecutorial role by presenting evidence for consideration by the Regional Board
(Prosecution Team) have been separated from those who will provide advice to the Regional
Board (Advisory Team). '

Members of the Advisory Team are: David Rice, Staff Counsel, State Water Resources Control
Board and Kurt Berchtold, Executive Officer, Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board.
Members of the Prosecution Team are: Julie Macedo, Office of Enforcement, State Water
Resources Control Board; Hope Smythe, Division Chief, Santa Ana Regional Water Quality
Control Board; and Michelle Beckwith, Coastal Storm Water Unit Chief, Santa Ana Regional
Water Quality Control Board.

Any members of the Advisory Team who normally supervise any members of the Prosecution
Team are not acting as their supervisors in this proceeding, and vice versa. Members of the
Prosecution Team may have acted as advisors to the Regional Board in other, unrelated
matters, but they are not advising the Regional Board in this proceeding. Members of the
Prosecution Team have not had any ex parte communications with the members of the
Regional Board or the Advisory Team regarding this proceeding.
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Ex Parte Communications

The designated parties and interested persons are forbidden from engaging in ex parte
communications regarding this matter with members of the Advisory Team or members of the
Regional Board. An ex parte contact is any written or verbal communication pertaining to the
investigation, preparation, or prosecution of the Complaint between a member of a designated
party or interested person on the one hand, and a Regional Board member or an Advisory
Team member on the other hand, unless the communication is copied to all other designated
parties (if written) or made in a manner open to all other designated parties (if verbal).
Communications regarding non-controversial procedural matters are not ex parte contacts and
are not restricted. Communications among one or more designated parties and interested
persons themselves are not ex parte contacts.

Hearing Time Limits

To ensure that all participants have an opportunity to participate in the hearing, the following
time limits shall apply: Each designated party shall have a combined 20 minutes to present
evidence, cross-examine witnesses (if warranted), and provide a closing statement; and each
interested person shall have 3 minutes to present a non-evidentiary policy statement.
Participants with similar interests or comments are requested to make joint presentations, and
participants are requested to avoid redundant comments. Participants who would like additional
time must submit their request to the Advisory Team so that it is received no later than April 7,
2014. Additional time may be provided at the discretion of the Advisory Team (prior to the
hearing) or the Regional Board Chair (at the hearing) upon a showing that additional time is
necessary.

Submission of Evidence and Policy Statements

The following information must be submitted in advance of the hearing:

1. All evidence (other than witness testimony to be presented orally at the hearing) that
the Designated Party would like the Regional Board to consider. Evidence and
exhibits already in the public files of the Regional Board may be submitted by
reference as long as the exhibits and their location are clearly identified in accordance
with Title 23, CCR, Section 648.3.

2. All legal and technical arguments or analysis.

3. The name of each witness, if any, whom the designated party intends to call at the
hearing, the subject of each witness’ proposed testimony, and the estimated time
required by each witness to present direct testimony.

4. The qualifications of each expert witness, if any.

5. If Ardus International intends to argue an inability to pay the penalty proposed in the
Complaint (or an increased or decreased amount as may be imposed by the Regional
Board), Ardus International should submit supporting evidence as set forth in the
“ACL Fact Sheet” under “Factors that must be considered by the Board.”

The Prosecution Team shall submit 15 hard copies of its information and one electronic copy of
the information to Advisory Team Attorney David Rice so that it is received by 5 p.m. on
February 28, 2014.
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The remaining designated parties shall submit 15 hard copies of their information and one
electronic copy of the information to Advisory Team Attorney David Rice so that they are
received by 5 p.m. on March 10, 2014. ’

Any designated party that would like to submit information that rebuts the information previously
submitted by other designated parties shall submit 15 hard copies of their rebuttal information
and one electronic copy of the information to Advisory Team Attorney David Rice so that they
are received by 5 p.m. on March 10, 2014. Rebuttal information shall be limited to the scope of
the information previously submitted by the other designated parties. Rebuttal information that
is not responsive to information previously submitted by other designated parties may be
excluded.

If the total amount of information submitted by any party is less than 15 pages, that party may
submit the information by email, rather than in writing. In addition to the foregoing, each
designated party shall submit (1) one copy of the above information to each of the other
designated parties so that it is received by 5 p.m. on the deadline specified above.

Interested persons who would like to submit written non-evidentiary policy statements are
encouraged to submit them to the Advisory Team as early as possible, but no later than March
12, 2014. Interested persons do not need to submit written non-evidentiary policy statements in
order to speak at the hearing.

In accordance with Title 23, California Code of Regulations, Section 648.4, the Regional Board
endeavors to avoid surprise testimony or evidence. Absent a showing of good cause and lack
of prejudice to the parties, the Regional Board may exclude evidence and testimony that is not
submitted in accordance with this hearing procedure. Excluded evidence and testimony will not
be considered by the Regional Board and will not be included in the administrative record for
this proceeding. Power Point and other visual presentations may be used at the hearing, but
their content may not exceed the scope of other submitted written material. A copy of such
material intended to be presented at the hearing must be submitted to the Advisory Team by
April 17, 2014 for inclusion in the administrative record. Additionally, any witness who has
submitted written testimony for the hearing shall appear at the hearing and affirm that the written
testimony is true and correct, and shall be available for cross-examination.

Request for Pre-hearing Conference

A designated party may request that a pre-hearing conference be held before the hearing in
accordance with Water Code Section 13228.15. A pre-hearing conference may address any of
the matters described in subdivision (b) of Government Code Section 11511.5. Requests must
contain a description of the issues proposed to be discussed during that conference, and must
be submitted to the Advisory Team, with a copy to all other designated parties, as early as
practicable.

Evidentiary Objections

Any designated party objecting to written evidence or exhibits submitted by another designated
party must submit a written objection to the Advisory Team and all other designated parties so
that it is received by 5 p.m. on April 7, 2014. The Advisory Team will notify the parties about
further action to be taken on such objections and when that action will be taken.
